Requirements for Community Service
eScholar Academy


Community Service is volunteer work completed by students of eScholar Academy. It may include volunteering for a community project, such as Home Help for Hispanic Mothers, cleaning your church during a church work day, working with small children, be a bell ringer for the Salvation Army, or helping people in the community with whatever needs they may have. Fifteen hours of work plus an essay equals one unit/credit toward Electives or Vocational Arts.


To complete the unit, students must keep track of their hours of service and have each event signed by the person in charge. They must also write an essay about the work they finished, which will include what they did, who they worked for, what they learned from the experience, and how they felt about it. The unit/credit will not be granted by the student’s teacher without an approved essay.
